Challenge: 

Vetco Gray wanted to quickly meet PIDX compliance on the sell side at the request of 

Chevron, its top buyer. Vetco Gray needed to implement a PIDX enabled transaction system 

quickly and without months of disruption to their internal systems. They wanted a solution to 

automate its invoicing, without being intrusive or disruptive to current systems.

Stone Bond's Solution: 

EE-B2B, Stone Bond's Enterprise Enabler for B2B, is an off the shelf easy to deploy solution. 

EE-B2B includes a library of trading partner-specific pre-built business process templates, 

that significantly reduces deployment time and cost. EE-B2B complies with the Petroleum 

Industry Data Exchange (PIDX) standard.

Benefits: 

Vetco Gray found their EE-B2B automation and integration so successful they have started requesting their own sellers comply 

with PIDX standards. The integration provided for immediate, efficient, direct connection between applications and businesses. 

Results ranged from faster turnaround on invoice payments to early detection of data entry errors. Not only did they find 

time-saving changes in invoicing, but they saw benefits on a broader scale.

Challenge: 

Petroleos de Venezuela (PDVSA) had one of the largest OSIsoft PI System historian databases in the world. In order to get 

relevant snapshots of “real-time” operations information reflected ultimately in the corporate enterprise resource planning 

(ERP) system, PDVSA needed to move “real-time” data into an Oracle database. The existing Oracle database was designed 

as a staging and aggregation area, before passing it on to the ERP. Accessing the PI System's data was laborious and difficult, 

having to first access downloads, then text files or spreadsheets and lastly merge data into the Oracle staging database. The 

existing integration tools that could access the PI System's data were unable to handle PDVSA's very large database.

Stone Bond Solution:  

Stone Bond's Enterprise Enabler (EE) was able to automatically access the data through its AppComm technology.  EE's 

drag-and-drop front end allowed rapid mapping to the Oracle data schema, with aggregation, tag-name mappings, application 

of validation and conditional logic based on data already in the Oracle database. 

 

Benefits:  

In a matter of days, PDVSA streamlined and automated what had been a time-consuming and error-prone manual integration 

process. A future plan was established to ultimately eliminate the Oracle staging database, passing data directly to the ERP.
